The anfibody to be labeled should be purified, in an appropriate buffer for conjugation and at
a suitable concentration conjugation (as described in buffer considerations).

Storage and Stability: Store kit at -20°C immediately upon receipt.

Lyophilized Lightning-Link® components are hygroscopic. Kits are intentionally shipped at
ambient temperature with silica gel fo avoid exposure to moisture. Upon receipt, store the kit
frozen and protect from moisture. Before opening the outer container, allow the lyophilized
components to reach room temperature to minimize condensation. Buffer considerations:

A Note: It isimportant to use the indicated fixed volumes. Modifying the reaction volume may
results in poor quality conjugates.

A Note: Antibodies can be diluted using either milli-Q water or PBS.

A4 Note: Optimal conjugates are normally generated using the recommended amount of
antibody, although using different amounts of antibody within the range provided will still
generate quality conjugates.

A4 Note: Adding less than the recommended amount of antibody may result in unbound label
post conjugation. This excess label will be deactivated by the quencher and removed during
the first wash step of any application.

Assay Procedure
Equilibrate all materials and prepared reagents to room temperature prior fo use.

1. Add 1 L of Modifier reagent to each 10 ulL of antibody to be labeled and mix gently.

2, Remove cap from vial of PE / R-Phycoerythrin Conjugation Mix and pipette the antibody

sample (with added Modifier reagent) directly onto the lyophilized material. Resuspend
gently by withdrawing and re-dispensing the liquid once or twice using a pipette.

3. Replace cap on the vial and leave standing for 3 hours in the dark at room temperature
(20-25°C). Longer incubation times, such as overnight, have no negative effect on the
conjugation.

4, After incubating for 3 hours (or more), add 1 uL of Quencher reagent for every 10 uL of

antibody used and mix gently. The conjugate can be used affer 30 minutes. The
conjugates do not require purification.

Conjugate Storage

Typically, the antibody conjugate can be stored at 4°C for up to 18 months. For longer storage
the conjugate can be stored at -20°C with a cryoprotectant such as 50% glycerol. The best
storage conditions for any particular conjugate must be determined by experimentation and
depend on the antibody stability and best storage conditions. The antibody conjugate should
always be stored in the dark.
